The Morrison County Ag Society is busy preparing for the 2009 Morrison County Fair in Little Falls!
The 2009 Fair will be Wednesday, July 29, through Saturday August 1, 2009.

All the events will be held on the fairgrounds NE of Little Falls. They include Senior Day, Kid’s Day,
along with 4H, FFA, Open Class Exhibits and the Minnesota Magic Carnival. Demonstrations, live
entertainment, and ongoing judging will be continuous throughout the Fair. Qur grandstand shows will
feature a Truck Pull on Thursday, a 4 Wheeler Mud Run & Tuff Truck on Friday night, and the exciting
Demolition Derby on Saturday night.

All food booths must be self contained. The cost for a food booth in the Prime Spots (P) as noted on the
enclosed map will be $200. A food booth in the Extended Area (E) will cost $50. Please check the
enclosed map for the prime spots and the extended area. You must also have a current food permit from
Morrison County Public Health posted within your unit while you are exhibiting at the Morrison County
Fair. You can call Morrison County Public Health at (320)632-6664 with any questions.

NOTE: Each food booth will be responsible for obtaining and bringing in their own pop. Because of
restrictions from the carnival, you will not be able to sell cotton candy, corn dogs, foot longs and mini
donuts.

The cost of one food booth includes two parking passes. If you need more, they can be purchased at the
gate.

A copy of the rules and regulations for exhibitors and a reservation form are enclosed. Also, enclosed is
a list of the Electrical Safety Code Requirements from the Morrison County Fair Electrician. If these
electrical codes are not followed, exhibitors will be charged by the electrician for the upgrade to the
code specifications. If you have any questions regarding the electrical regulations, please call Al Poser
at Central Minnesota Electric, (320)632-3946.

The Minnesota Department of Revenue has advised County Agricultural Societies that they must have on

ELECTRICITY MUST HAVE A FUSE OR CIRCUIT BREAKER TYPE OF DISCONNECT TO
OPEN UP OR SHUT OFF ALL HOT LINES OF POWER. IF EXPOSED TO THE WEATHER,
IT MUST BE A RAINTIGHT STYLE OF DISCONNECT. THIS DISCONNECT MUST BE
LOCATED WITHIN SIGHT & WITHIN 6’ OF THE OPERATORS STATION.

ALL CORDS ARE REQUIRED TO. BE LISTED FOR EXTRA-HARD USAGE, WET:
LOCATION, SUNLIGHT RESISTANT TYPE SE, SEO, SO0, ST, STO OR STOO OF AT
LEAST #12 GAUGE COPPER WIRE WITH A GROUND WIRE AND GROUNDED CORD CAPS.

CORDS ARE NOT ALLOWED 7O BE SPLICED, CRACKED OR TO HAVE ANY OUTER
COVERING MISSING. CORDS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO BE DRIVEN OVER.

CORD PLUGS AND CORD CONNECTQORS ARE NOT PERMITTED TO LAY ON THE GROUND.
CORDS MUST BE CONTINUOUS FROM THE DISTRIBUTION BOX TO THE CONCESSION &
MUST NOT CONSIST OF SEVERAL SHORT CORDS PLUGGED TOGETHER.
