The Morrison County Ag Society is busy preparing for the 2009 Morrison County Fair in Little Falls. The
2009 Fair will be Wednesday, July 29 through Saturday, August 1, 2009.

All the events will be held on the fairgrounds NE of Little Falls. They include Senior Day, Kid’s Day, along
with 4H, FFA, Open Class Exhibits and the MN Magic Carnival. Demonstrations, live entertainment, and
ongoing judging will be continuous throughout the Fair. Our grandstand shows will feature a Truck Pull
on Thursday night, a 4 Wheeler Mud Run & Tuff Truck on Friday night, and the exciting Demolition Derby
on Saturday night. Wednesday night will be Buck ($1) night at the fair.

The Commercial Exhibits will be housed in our Commercial Exhibit Buildings or outside spaces are
available. A booth rental inside a Commercial Exhibit Building will be $100.00 for an 8ftX10fi space or
outside space will be 880. Because the buildings fill up quickly, we would encourage you to send in your
registration soon as possible. The sooner your registration is received, the more likely that your preference
Jor a specific location will be honored.

The cost of one commercial booth includes two parking passes. If you need more, they can be purchased at
the gate.

A copy of the rules and regulations for exhibitors and a reservation form are enclosed. Also, enclosedis a
list of the Electrical Safety Code Requirements from the Morrison County Fair Electrician. If these
electrical codes are not followed, exhibitors will be charged by the electrician for the upgrade to the code
specifications.

The Minnesota Department of Revenue has advised County Agricultural Societies that they must have on

Jfile a signed Form ST-19, Operator Certificate of Compliance, for each Commercial and Food Exhibitor at
our Fair. Please complete the attached ST-19 Form and return it along with the rest of your forms.

Our insurance company has also advised us that the Fair needs to have proof of insurance from each
exhibitor. If you are a small at home business you are probably covered under your homeowner s policy.
Please check with your insurance company and send a Proof of Insurance Certificate along with your
reservation form.

RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR COMMERCIAL EXHIBITORS
AT THE MORRISON COUNTY FAIR IN LITTLE FALLS, MN

1 Exhibitor spaces are not transferable.

2 The exhibitor accepts full responsibility for all liabilities for damages to persons or
property arising out of his/her use and occupancy of these premises.

3 The Morrison County Agricultural Society (the Fair Board) will not be responsible for any
loss by theft, fire, accident, or act of God.

4. Exhibitors will provide their own extension cords, tables, and chairs.

B The exhibitor will not interfere with other exhibitors by activity beyond the space rented or

by nuisance such as excessive volume on a public address system, musical instruments,
bright lights, etc.

6. Applications for space must be paid in full. Checks being returned to the Fair Board for
any reason will automatically cancel the display. Exhibitor space will be filled on a first
come - first served basis.

7 The Fair Board reserves the right to cancel or deny any application by refunding the fee and
indicating the reason for the denial or cancellation of the application.

8. Exhibitors will keep their areas neat and clean.

9. Commercial exhibit hours will be Wednesday from 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. Exhibit hours
for Thursday and Friday will be 12:00 noon to 10:00 p.m. Exhibit hours for Saturday will
be 12:00 noon to 9:00 p.m. All exhibit booths must be staffed during the hours the
exhibits are open for public viewing.

10.  All exhibits must remain intact and staffed until 9:00 p.m. on Saturday. If exhibitors leave
early on Saturday they will not be allowed to exhibit at next year’s Fair.

11.  Exhibits may be set up on Wednesday starting at 8:00 a.m. and must be completed by 6:00
P.M. which is the official opening of the fair.

ELECTRICITY MUST HAVE A FUSE OR CIRCUIT BREAKER TYPE OF DISCONNECT TO
OPEN UP OR SHUT OFF ALL HOT LINES OF POWER. IF EXPOSED TO THE WEATHER,
IT MUST BE A RAINTIGHT STYLE OF DISCONNECT. THIS DISCONNECT MUST BE
LOCATED WITHIN SIGHT & WITHIN 6° OF THE OPERATORS STATION.

ALL CORDS ARE REQUIRED TO. BE LISTED FOR EXTRA-HARD USAGE, WET:
LOCATION, SUNLIGHT RESISTANT TYPE SE, SEO, SO0, ST, STO OH STOO OF AT
LEAST #1712 GAUGE COPPER WIRE WITH A GROUND WIRE AND GROUNDED CORD CAPS.

CORDS ARE NOT ALLOWED 7O BE SPLICED, CRACKED OR TO HAVE ANY OUTER
COVERING MISSING. CORDS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO BE DRIVEN OVER.

CORD PLUGS AND CORD CONNECTQORS ARE NOT PERMITTED TO LAY ON THE GROUND.
CORDS MUST BE CONTINUOUS FROM THE DISTRIBUTION BOX TO THE CONCESSION &
MUST NOT CONSIST OF SEVERAL SHORT CORDS PLUGGED TOGETHER.

FLEXIBLE CORDS OR CABLES RUN ON THE GROUND, WHERE ACCESSIBLE TO THE
PUBLIC, SHALL BE COVERED WITH APPROVED NON-CONDUCTIVE MATS. CABLES &
MATS SHALL BE ARRANGED SO AS NOT TO PRESENT A TRIPPING HAZARD.
ALL METAL BOXES, LIGHTS, MOTORS, APPLIANCES, AND OTHER ELECTRICAL
EQUIPMENT. MUST BE GROUNDED! CLAMP-ON TYPE LIGHTS WITH METAL REFLECTORS
ARE NOT PERMITTED UNLESS THE REFLECTOR IS GROUNDED AT THE FACTORY.

EVERY STAND, TENT, TRAILER, RIDE, DISPLAY OR CONCESSION WILL BE
INSPECTED AT THE MORRISON COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS BY A MINNESOTA STATE
BOARD .OF ELECTRICITY ELECTRICAL INSPECTOR.

CODE VIOLATIONS:. NON-COMPLYING INSTALLATIONS SHALL BE IMMEDIATELY
DISCONNECTED WHEN SO ORDERED BY THE ELECTRICAL INSPECTOR. ENERGIZING
ANY EQUIPMENT WITHOUT COMPLYING WITH THE ELECTRICAL REQUIREMENTS WILL
BE CONSIDERED CAUSE FOR LEGAL ACTION BY THE MINNESOTA STATE BOARD OF
